· Ensure they have soft bedding to lie on- hard cold floors exacerbate problems

· Ensure exercise is regular and often- short and sweet is a lot better than long walks less often. 

· Minimise drastic exercise e.g. jumping for balls and make sure you always allow your animal to warm into the exercise

· Avoid stairs! 

· Diets and supplements: Hill's j/d, Glyde & 4cyte are just a couple of options, which have had wonderful results.
· Try to keep your pet warm- keeping them inside at night is one option, as well as getting them a dog coat. We have plenty of different styles here at the surgery so feel free to come in and have a look. 

· Synovan injections: It’s a natural anti-inflammatory and a cartilage producing stimulant, which repairs and protects for treating joint disease in dogs. We have had wonderful feedback and have many patients receiving the shots.

Changes to Stray Animal Legislation


We would like to make our clients aware of the recent changes in council legislation regarding our ability to take stray animals into the clinic. Going forward, if a stray animal is located by the public, the Pittsworth Vet Surgery is no longer able to legally take these animals. The Council has requested that members of the public are now required to safely confine these animals at their premise and contact the council directly, who will then come out and pick up the animal. A council drop off facility is also available in Toowoomba. If the stray animal has a health problem or apparent injury, we would like you to bring the animal to us for medical attention. We are also able to scan the animal for a microchip to see if we are able to locate the owner, but are no longer able to legally impound them. We previously have had no issues with taking in stray animals, hoping in doing so that we are able to keep them safe and find their owner. However, the legislation now legally prevents us from doing this. We apologise and appreciate your support and patience regarding this issue.
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Vaginal prolapse





Cattle Prolapse… Knowing the difference 





Vaginal Prolapse:


Eversion and prolapse of the vagina with or without prolapse of the cervix occur commonly in beef cows. Vaginal and cervical prolapse are more often seen in mature cows during the last two to three months of pregnancy.


Causes of Vaginal prolapse


Factors that predispose to vaginal prolapse include over-conditioned obese


cows, increased intra-abdominal pressure from increased size of the


pregnant uterus, increased hormone (relaxin and estrogen) production 


during late pregnancy in preparation for calving, grazing on pastures 


containing plants that produce high amounts of phytoestrogens i.e. clovers 


and heifers implanted with growth implants containing estrogens.





Uterine Prolapse:


Uterine prolapse occurs immediately or within a few hours after calving. The


uterus is completely expelled out at the back of the cow and will hang along


the back of hind legs when the cow is standing. �Uterine prolapse is a life threatening condition for the cow, and the uterus 


must be replaced back to its normal position within the abdomen as quickly 


as possible. A cow with uterine prolapse can go into shock quickly and die 


from blood loss. Avoid chasing or moving a cow with uterine prolapse and 


consult your veterinarian for further instructions based on the location of


 the cow on the farm.


Causes of uterine Prolapse


Difficult calving that causes injury or irritation of the external birth canal, 


severe straining, or excessive force applied when pulling an oversize calf can


cause a uterine prolapse. Poor uterine tone and low blood calcium levels


that have been incriminated and animals in poor body condition will have


increased risk of getting uterine prolapse.


Treatment:


 In the majority of cases, the owners usually present the cow to a


 veterinarian promptly, and manual reduction of the prolapse is 


successful. A retention suture is placed to prevent recurrence. 


Retention sutures are usually kept in situ for 14 days to ensure proper shrinkage of the uterine body and broad spectrum antibiotic and anti-inflammatories are recommended.
